SCA’s Annual General Meeting 2023

The Meeting approved the income statement and balance sheet for the parent company

and the consolidated income statement and consolidated balance sheet for 2022.

The Annual General Meeting resolved, for the financial year of 2022, on a dividend of SEK
2.50 per share. The record date for the dividend is Monday, April 3, 2023. Payment through
Euroclear Sweden AB is expected to be made on Thursday, April 6, 2023.

The Board of Directors and the President were granted discharge from liability for the

financial year of 2022.

The Annual General Meeting decided that the number of Board members should be ten.

Ha&kansson, UIf Larsson, Martin Lindgvist, Anders Sundstrom, Barbara Milian Thoralfsson

and Karl Aberg were re-elected. Par Boman was re-elected Chairman of the Board.

The registered accounting firm Ernst & Young AB was appointed as auditor until the end

of the Annual General Meeting 2024.

The Meeting resolved to adopt the remunerations to the Board members and the auditor
that were proposed in the notice convening the Meeting. The Meeting also approved the
Board’s remuneration report for 2022 and the Board’s proposal on a long-term cash-based

incentive program for the years 2023-2025.
