Board members Åsa Bergman, Lennart Evrell, Annemarie Gardshol, Carina Håkansson, 

Ulf Larsson, Martin Lindqvist, Helena Stjernholm, Anders Sundström and Barbara M. 

Thoralfsson were re-elected. Helena Stjernholm was re-elected as Chair of the Board. 
 

The registered accounting firm Ernst & Young AB was appointed as auditor until the end 

of the Annual General Meeting 2026. 
 

The Meeting resolved to adopt the remunerations to the Board members and the auditor 

that were proposed in the notice convening the Meeting. The Meeting also approved the 

Board’s remuneration report for 2024 and the Board’s proposal on a long-term cash-based 

incentive program for the years 2025–2027.
